First Day Routines

snack area.
× Children to hang up their coat on their coat 

peg.
× Settle your child to an activity .

× Collect your child from their classroom door 
at 12 oõclock.

We do ask that all parents leave promptly at 8.50 so that we can 
begin the day.



Routines
×Messages, notes, invitations, 

absence notes etc need to be 
placed in the teacherõs basket.

×Books bags are for children to 
carry things to and from school. 
They will not necessarily be 
checked daily .

× Important messages need to be 
written down as well as informing 
your childõs class teacher.



Full Time Routines

× Self registration to indicate if they are having a 
hot or cold school dinner .

× All the children eat together in the large hall.

× There is a menu available so that you can help 
your child decide whether they would prefer a hot 

or cold meal.

× There is always a salad bar and fruit bar 
everyday. 



Easing the transition and 
building independence

×In Term 1, just for the first week, you can come 
in, guide your child with their special jobs and 

settle them to an activity.
×When they start full time on Monday 14 th

September you can leave them at the school 
gate where members of the Early Years team 

will be on the playground waiting to greet them 
and show them where to go.

×By Term 2 the children will know where to wait 
on the playground and where to go at 8.40 am 

when classrooms are open.
